Second week: Hepatitis Facts 8-15





FACT: Hepatitis C is mainly spread through the blood.   (duplicate of 6.) Most people with hepatitis A or B get better; hepatitis C is more likely to cause permanent liver problems.





FACT: Vaccines are available to prevent hepatitis A and hepatitis B.   





FACT: There are no vaccines (shots) that will keep you from getting hepatitis C.





FACT: Almost 4 million people in the U.S. have been infected with hepatitis C. 





FACT: Cirrhosis or scarring of the liver means that large amounts of the organ are damaged.     





FACT: Cirrhosis of the liver is often the result of drinking too much alcohol; another common cause is hepatitis C infection.    





FACT: Having hepatitis B or hepatitis C can increase your chances of getting liver cancer.  





FACT:  Injecting drugs like heroin or cocaine is the most common way of getting hepatitis C infection.
