	To improve care of patients with advanced liver disease by providing strategies and resources for persons (hepatologists, clinical pharmacists, gastroenterologists, nurse practitioners and other health care providers) providing direct care to hepatitis C-infected patients whose liver disease has advanced to a cirrhotic stage, including those who have compensated or decompensated cirrhosis and those who are being referred for liver transplant. The program’s goal is to provide information that will encourage providers to facilitate early detection and intervention of persons with cirrhosis, optimize management and care of these patients and provide appropriate care and treatment for those persons throughout the liver transplant process.

1. Describe the epidemiology and natural history of cirrhosis.

2. Describe the medical management and care of patients with compensated cirrhosis. 

3. Describe the medical management and care of patients with decompensated cirrhosis (variceal hemorrhage, ascites, encephalopathy)

4. Identify screening tools in the early diagnosis of hepatocellular carcinoma (HCC).

5. Describe the medical and surgical management of HCC.

6. Describe the use of HCV therapy in the prevention of cirrhosis decompensation and/or in the prevention of HCC.

7. Identify the role of biopsy, MELD score and CPT score in the management of advanced liver disease

8. Identify patients who need to be referred for transplant evaluation

9. Identify the VACO National Transplant Program referral & patient selection process

10. Identify the rationale for HCV Treatment pre and post-liver transplant.

11. Describe potential barriers to transplant such as diet, psychiatric, substance use and social supports.

12. Identify strategies to reduce the potential barriers to transplant for patients

13. List ways of managing and supporting patients post-transplant.

14. To encourage the development of better networks of communication among VA facilities and between referring centers and transplant centers.

15. To disseminate information and ideas from the training program back to the attendees’ medical centers to increase the number of veterans screened / evaluated for advanced liver disease and to decrease preventable complications of cirrhosis.

16. To encourage VA facilities to develop care teams for patients with advanced liver disease.

17. To increase the number of VA facility referral packages to VACO National Transplant Program and the number of complete referrals. 

18. To provide post-program follow-up and support to program participants as needed.
